leader to come 
forward. 

11  Pray for the 
SLEFES staff, now 
stretched with too 
few staff because of 
funding problems. 

12  Pray for devel-
opment of 40 acre 
tract by SLEFES; 
for funding and 
righteous devel-
opment. 

13  Pray for unity 
between SLEFES 
and SU, that the 
Church would 
cooperate in Christ 
re the land use. 

14  Pray for the 
involvement of 
more Christians in 
SL politics, and the 
pure witness of the 
ones in power.  

15  Pray that 
students will be 
passionate about 
sharing Christ 
with their 
colleagues. 

16 Pray for the appt 
of godly new mem-
bers to the SLEFES 
Board in 2010; and
